G. OLD BUSINESS 

1. Spring and Fall Policy Updates (Second Reading)

H. NEW BUSINESS  
1. Bid Recommendations – New Buses

passenger and one 47-passenger buses from Hoekstra at a total cost of $798,531.00.  Dr.
